What Is The President’s Volunteer Service Award?


The President’s Volunteer Service Award program was established in 2003 as a way of recognizing and honoring those who have not only engaged in volunteer service themselves but have also encouraged others to do the same. See http://www.presidentialserviceawards.gov/ for more information.





What Are The Qualifications For The Award?


For young adults (ages 15-25), the award is divided into three categories based on the recipient’s cumulative service hours over a 12 month period: 


Bronze (100 to 174 hours)


Silver (175 to 249 hours)


Gold (250+ hours)


In addition to a bronze, silver, or gold lapel pin, recipients of this award will also earn a personalized certificate and a letter from President Barack Obama! �


How Do I Submit For the Award?


Record all the service hours each person in your club has done in the 2011 calendar year (we recommend keeping a GoogleDoc!). A good way to keep track of hours is to fill out the CMR every month. Keep track of administrative hours for this award. Even though the CMR no longer records admin hours, keep a record of the time that your members spend running meetings, planning events, etc. Because this award recognizes all volunteer efforts, let your club members know that hours from other involvements count as well!


How Is The Carolinas District Involved?


We have been certified as a verifying entity through the program. What this means it that we can submit a lump sum amount per member instead of logging individual events that each member attended and the hours per event. We will be presenting the award to qualifying Circle K members at District Convention from February 24-26, 2012 in Winston-Salem, NC.�


What Are The Benefits For Submitting For This Award?


Nationally recognized award that can be put on a resume


May be awarded multiple times (every year); good track record


Tracks one’s community service hours


A pin and recognition from the President of the United States
